Applicant must update the Project deliverable descriptions by 
eliminating any activities irrelevant to the deliverable title, relocating information 
to the appropriate deliverable title, removing any redundant language, and/or 
moving information to the Background or Project Description sections if more 
suitable.   

• #1 –Applicant should ensure the List of Project Deliverables is accurate and 
precise, listing only those Project activities that pertain to the corresponding 
Project deliverable title.
