Code section 11126 et seq. Conference with legal counsel to confer with and receive advice regarding 
pending litigation when discussion in open session would prejudice the position of the Commission. [Gov. 
Code § 11126(e)(1) & (e)(2)(A)]. The closed session is not open to the public. Commissioners will adjourn to 
an adjacent room for the closed session, and at the conclusion of the closed session the Commission will 
reconvene in open session to provide an account of any reportable events as required.
